Local Course Rule   Hole # 4 

 

Golfers are permitted to take relief, without penalty, from the 
fence on #4 hole.  The ball may be dropped no closer to the hole 

and 2 club lengths from the fence. 

Any balls over the fence are considered ’Out of Bounds’.  Local 
rules will allow players to drop at the point of entry with a 1 

stroke penalty. 

Additional ‘Out of Bounds’ and ‘Hazard’ stakes are ordered and 

marking will be completed in February.
